P14/S3272/FUL The Police Rehabilitation Centre, Flint House Reading Road Goring RG8 0LL Erection of single storey timber outbuildings to use as training rooms. (Window design changed as shown on amended plans received 24th October 2014)  Should be refused (3 abstentions)
P14/S3233/HH  Hill Brow Whitchurch Hill RG8 7PG Demolition of existing garage and single storey rear extensions and study. Erection of a two storey and single storey rear extension and double garage. No strong views 
P14/S3480/FUL Woodlands Bridle Road Whitchurch Hill RG8 7PR Proposed erection of a Code 5 dwelling with associated parking and amenity.  Should be refused.
Peter had received an anonymous letter concerning The Forge which he would pass on to enforcement along with additional comment from the parish council. There were also enforcement issues again at Stapnalls Farm
