A meeting of Goring Heath Parish Council was held in the Village Hall on Thursday 9th November 2017 at 8pm.

Present:  Chairman, Peter Dragonetti, Councillors, Liz Collas, Hilary Dewey, Nick Elsome, Nick Henry and Martin Wise, also present were, District Councillor Rob Simister, newsletter editor, Lucy Turner and  Caroline Hadley, parish clerk. 
1. Apologies for Absence were received from Marjo McGee.

2. Minutes of the last meeting, 12th October 2017 were signed as correct 
3. Matters Arising.  The application for a licence at Ladygrove Shaw had been withdrawn, the enforcement officer has been round and Nick Henry said he would keep an eye on the case. Peter will raise the issue of the machinery that has been moved across. The bus service is losing £1,000 per month and the evening service will be ending. However usage is gradually creeping up and the parish council were happy to go on subsidising the service by £200 per month at least until the summer but not beyond a year. Peter had organised a meeting with Whitchurch to see if they are prepared to subsidise the bus service by a small amount. Unfortunately, the new clerk had decided against taking up the post so Caroline Hadley would carry on until a new one could be found but ideally not beyond the end of the year. There had been not reply from Owen Jenkins. Unfortunately the person who had been asked to park on the road by Heath End had had their car badly vandalised Nick will mention this in the newsletter.   
4. Parish Hall.  All going well.
5. Newsletter/Website. Lucy has put the information on the Bus service on Facebook.
6.  Recreation Ground.  All well. The end of grant report had been received and the Chairman thanked Nick Elsome for all his hard work he had put in to the project.

7. District Councillors Report. Rob Simister informed the meeting about the  Oxfordshire Infrastructure Strategy (OxIS) and the National Infrastructure Commission (NIC) Cambridge-Milton Keynes-Oxford Corridor. He said that the Local Plan should not affect smaller villages too much. There had been a big increase in planning applications but the council were doing well with Majors: 59% decided within 13 weeks against local target of 70% (national target 60%). There is no news on the White Lion but rob is looking into the permitted development issue. Applications are needed for the Councillor grants – deadline 20 December.
8. County Councillors Report. Kevin’s report had been circulated by email. 
9. Planning and Unauthorised Developments – P17/S3778/PDO The Barn Collins End Goring Heath RG8 7RH Conversion of office into single dwelling. The parish council is not able to comment on this but Peter had written to Rob Simister about this issue
10. P17/S3773/FUL Field to the north of the B4526 Outside Cray's Pond To the west of Eastfield Lane. Temporary permission for a vegetable packing shed and two additional polytunnels . The packing shed will be a distribution hub for picking and packing orders, an area for dry storage of winter vegetables, and a small office space for receiving orders, website management and printing labels. No strong views 
11. Finance & audit recommendations. There was £14,126.46 in the bank on 3 November, the loan repayment of £2674.44 had been paid by direct debit on 1 November.  The following payments were authorised
